RESPECT – RESPONSIBILITY - SAFETY

Every student has both the right and the responsibility to learn in class. You know what types of behavior are necessary to fulfill your right and responsibility to get a good education. Doing otherwise is disrespectful to yourself, your peers, your teachers and to AV. It may also be irresponsible and/or unsafe. Campus and district policies will be followed.

THE STATE EXAM’S (CST) EFFECT ON SEMESTER GRADES

The following grade changes will be made according to your CST performance:

5 (advanced proficient) – two letter-grade improvements; one each semester or two for one semester.

4 (proficient) – one letter-grade improvement; applied to the lowest semester grade.

A CST score more than one level below your semester grade will result in a one letter reduction of your second semester grade. Ex: if you have a B at semester, but your get a 2 (below basic) on the CST, your semester grade will be reduced to a C. If you do not complete the CST for this class, both semester grades will be reduced by one letter.

ASSIGNMENT CALENDARS, GRADE PORTAL & GRADE CHECKS

Please learn how to use the Aeries portal on the web and check it regularly. Your counselor has the information.

Grade checks are printed every 2 weeks. Students are expected to show GCs to parents for signing & return/credit.

TARDY

Be respectful and responsible: enter quietly (no talking at all to anyone) and start working (blend in quickly). Present your pass; no pass, no entry, except 1st period. Disruptive or frequent tardy may result in a referral for classroom disruption. Lock-outs are enforced.

GENERAL ASSIGNMENT REQUIREMENTS

Staple multiple page assignments. Make your work clear and easy to grade; ex: write neatly, use color...

Keep assignments separate; do not staple more than one assignment together, use separate paper for each assignment.
STARTERS – The purpose of starters is to focus the students on academics at the beginning of class.

Starters will be introduced, explained, and timed. Incomplete starters may be completed outside class.

There may be two starters per side, maximum. A third starter will receive no credit.

Every starter must have four parts: date, the question, student answer, and class answer. RTQs and other pre-printed starters must have student answer, correct answer, and all explanations.

If you are absent, the student answer must be replaced by an excuse written on the starter by a parent or staff member.

HOMEWORK – When applicable, read the textbook section preceding each question set.

Homework must be stamped at the beginning of class for full credit. This opportunity is timed, so be ready.

Write questions and distinguish your answer from the question (use color, font, “Q:” and “A:”, etc.). 

Answers must be complete, original and legible.

Unstamped (late) but complete homework will receive half credit for one day after the due date.

Homework more than one day late requires a meeting w/ Mr. M outside class and might not be accepted.
